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I N T R O D U C T I O N

Since the Prussia-Siam Treaty of Amity, Commerce and Navigation of 1862, the official starting point of Thai-German economic relations, Germans and German companies have been increasingly active in doing business in Thailand. German experts were involved in providing technical assistance to the Thai Post and Telegraph Office and in constructing the first Thai railways under King Chulalongkorn. The Siam Commercial Bank was first managed by a German. Germans at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries owned many rice mills in Thailand. By the start of the 20th century, there were 14 German firms, established in Bangkok. Among them, B. Grimm & Co ROP of the Link family has the most eminent track record with impressive development up to today.

Since the Second World War, German investment in Thailand took a new turn. The German chemical industry invested in Thailand in the late fifties and sixties, German construction industry has come as investor only recently, since the early nineties. Altogether today the Chamber knows of 357 companies with German equity participation in Thailand. They are referred to in The German List.

The German List does include investment of German companies in Thailand (direct investment), and also indirect investment from any company, provided German majority shareholding in the investing company exists (e.g. a Hong Kong company with at least 51% German shareholding). The list also includes business activities with a German element without a German company's involvement; e.g. a German national sets up his company in Thailand. Finally, the list includes German companies like Daimler-Benz AG or Commerzbank AG which do business in Thailand by means of a Representative Office, a form of business created by special regulation under Thai law. Last not least, dependent branches of German companies in Thailand  are also included in the list (like in the case of Deutsche Bank AG and Dresdner Bank AG).  

The first edition of the list was issued in January 1991. In order to provide reliable and recent figures on scope and amount of German investment in Thailand, the Chamber issued a second, updated and improved list in January 2003. At this point, we would like to thank all companies included for their help and cooperation in updating the list. Knowing that the list cannot be perfect, we invite any companies or businessmen not included but wishing to be in the list to contact the Chamber, so that the list can be revised and thus serve our customers in the best way possible.
